NOTES ON SUBSCRIPTIONS AND FEES 2010

Family Membership

Family membership applies to a couple living at the same address and one child of the same family.  

Sailing Activities & Storage Fee

The Sailing Activities and Storage Fee is applicable to any boat, which is lifted out, stored in the boat park, moored on a Club mooring or sailed from the Club premises. The fee is calculated per foot of boat length and includes storage of dinghies for the summer months (April to October) and Cruisers and Sandhoppers for the winter months (October to March the following year).  The fee for multihulls and  Musto skiffs is increased by an additional 25%.

Where there are joint owners of a boat only one member is liable to pay the Sailing Activities and Storage Fee.

Members joining during the year

New members pay one twelfth of the annual subscription fee for each whole month remaining between the date of election to membership and the end of the calendar year.

Mooring Fees

The annual mooring fee for 2010 for Cruisers is £78 and for Sandhoppers is £75.  Please note that the mooring fee is subject to review by the Southend Borough Council each year.

Winter Storage of Dinghies

Where permission for storage on the racks at the north end of the Boat Park has been granted for Laser Picos and other dinghies, the fee for 2010/11 will be £30 per boat.  

Summer Storage of Kayak’s/ Canoe’s 

Where permission for storage on the racks at the north end of the Boat Park has been granted for Kayak’s and Canoe’s, the fee for 2010 will be £25 per Kayak.
