1.3. The authority for amending the NOR and ESls shall be the Race Organisation Committee.

2. Notices to competitors and shore based flags
2.1. Official communications will be posted on the designated Official Race Notice Board in the
in the lobby of Thorpe Bay Yacht Club.
2.2. Signals made ashore will be displayed from the main flag poles immediately in front of the
clubhouse.

3. Postponed or Abandoned Races
Postponed or abandoned races may be re-sailed at any time during the event.

4. Fleet Specific Signals and Identification
Class Specific flags may be used for the warning signal of that particular class.

5. Marks
5.1. The marks to be used will be described on a notice posted on the Official Notice Board.

6. Courses
6.1. Will be as per Appendix A of this ESI.
6.2. Each class will sail 3 laps unless code flag “S” is flown/displayed on the committee boat
indicating a shortened course.
