1pAp, 2pBp, 3sCs, avoid S/F line, D4s/D4p, S/F line.





Mark 1 A is the intended to be the windward mark.





Marks 1A, 2B, 3 C and 4sDs/4p Dp will be large orange cylindrical orange buoys.





The outer distance mark of the start/finish line will be an orange Dan buoy with an orange flagyellow cylindrical buoy.





The S/F line (gate) may be reduced in length after the start sequence.


Note: Competitors must pass through the gate formed by the finish line in the upwind leg of each lap, but the gate represents an obstruction in the downwind direction and must not be crossed. If a sailor inadvertently passes through the gate in the wrong (downwind) direction, the obstruction may be cleared by unwinding.
