Car Parking: Cars should be parked in the Southend Corporation Car Park adjacent to the boat park – TBYC car parking stickers will be made available.  No cars in the boat park please.

Food and Bar Service: Food and drink will be available in the clubhouse.  Menus and specials boards will be on display in the clubhouse main bar area along with the times that food will be served.
